Time Line: The Rebellions of 1837

On a 11” x 17” size paper construct a pictorial time line that show the events leading up to and including the Rebellion and Britain’s response—there will be 10 events depicted on your time line.  You must have a picture and a written summary for each of the following—
· A summary of the Family Compact: Who were they? Where did they come from?  What kind of society did they want?  What kind of control did they have in the government? (use Study Guide question 8) 
· A summary of the immigrants arriving during the early 1800s—those from Britain, Europe and the U.S.:  Why did the come to Canada to farm?  What did they expect to find when they arrived to Canada and why did they expect this? What did they find when they arrived instead? (use Study Guide questions 1-5)
· The Problem of Land in Upper Canada: Discuss the problems with the land—land speculators, absentee landowners and crown and clergy reserves.  (See Study Guide questions 9-12 and 16)
· The Role of the British Government:  The reason the British government wasn’t interested in helping the immigrants in their fight with the colonial government and the Family Compact. (see Study Guide questions 13-15)
· The Colonial Gov’t and the Need for Reform:   Discuss how the immigrants went to their elected representatives first for land reform and then, when that failed, for gov’t reform.  Why did call for land reform and gov’t reform fail?  (see Study Guide questions 17-22)
· Robert Gourlay and Alexander McKenzie:  Who were they, what did they do? What happened to them? (see Study Guide questions 23-25)
· The Rebellion of Upper Canada:  Who fought?  When did they fight? How long did they fight?  What happened to the rebels?  Did their fight work to change anything—you just need a statement saying there was or wasn’t any changes as a result of the rebellion.  (see Study Guide questions 37-43)
· The Rebellion in Lower Canada:  Introduce the leader of the Reform Movement, Joseph Papineau, and provide a brief summary of what the list of grievances were in Lower Canada.  The reasons and need for gov’t reform are exactly the same in both Upper and Lower Canada, the difference lay in the complaints of the citizens—the immigrant farmers in Upper Canada and the French Canadiens in Lower Canada. (see Study Guide questions 26-36)

· Lord Durham and his Report to the British Colonial Office:  Why was Lord Durham in Canada?  Who did he talk to?  What did he conclude in his report?  (see Study Guide questions 44-46)

· The Changes Brought About by the Rebellions of 1837:  Discuss when each Durham recommendation was implemented.  (see Study Guide questions 47,48 and the conclusion on page 10)
